Our tour starts on June 12th with our Air Canada flight to Vancouver.  
On arrival we will be transferred to the Delta Vancouver Suites Hotel 
for one night.  This hotel has an excellent location in the  
heart of Downtown Vancouver. Tonight we will enjoy a group dinner 
overlooking Vancouver.
